POSITION SUMMARY:

The University of Science and Arts invites applications for a 9-month, tenure-track faculty position
in the Department of Theatre Arts. Qualified candidates will be appointed at the rank of Assistant
Professor. The Theatre Arts Program at USAO introduces the literature, history, craft, and cultural
significance of live theatre through a rigorous core curriculum which serves majors in the field
with an upper-level interdisciplinary study of theatre arts, and the mission of the college by making
the study and practice of live theatre accessible to all students.

RESPONSIBILITIES:

The selected candidate will teach two (2) courses each Fall and Spring term. Rotation of courses
includes but is not limited to: Theatre Production Lab; Stagecraft; Lighting Craft; Drawing,
Drafting & CAD,; Stage Management; Principles of Design; Advanced Technical Theatre; and
Advanced Design. The candidate will also be expected to develop curriculum that serves the
diverse and evolving needs of the program. Experience in film and multi-media production is of
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interest. Scholarly/Creative work and university service are expected. Summer contracts are
negotiable.

The selected candidate will collaborate with the director on all aspects of production design and
serve as the Production Manager for one live theatre production per term. They will supervise and
perform in areas of technical theatre including carpentry, lighting, sound, rigging, painting, and
projections while advising and mentoring student technicians and designers. They will oversee
routine maintenance of theatre spaces and technical equipment, meet deadlines of the production
calendar, and work creatively within the department budget. They will also supervise students in
lab, student employees, and over-hires, and will support recruiting activities for the School of
Visual and Performing Arts. Competence in computer-aided drafting and the ability to produce
design and production documents is required. The ideal candidate is committed to the use of theatre
skills as active learning tools in academic, corporate, and community projects beyond the scope of
the traditional performing arts.

The successful candidate must be able to climb, lift 501bs, work at heights and in enclosed spaces,
and must have a driver’s license. Production schedule includes nights and weekends.

MFA in Theatre with emphasis in Scenography, Scene or Lighting Design, Production
Management, or Technical Direction is required. The ideal candidate will demonstrate excellence
in theatre design and production in professional, community, and/or academic theatre. For
consideration, candidates must also demonstrate proficiency as a teaching artist with
interdisciplinary interests and their ability to support the liberal arts mission of the college. The
theatre arts program strongly encourages applications by women and members of other historically
under-represented groups.
