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Concurrent Enrollment provides eligible high school students with an opportunity
to earn college credit. It is a valuable opportunity to expand access to higher
education opportunities, produce favorable student achievement outcomes, and
enhance educational efficiency.

Admission Requirements

may enroll, who meet one of the following:

Course Placement and Enroliment

At minimum, concurrent students shall demonstrate college readiness
in a particular subject area to be eligible to enroll in a college level
course in the corresponding subject area. A high school student not
demonstrating college readiness in science reasoning, mathematics,
or English will not be permitted enroliment in the corresponding
college subject area. A student who is unable to demonstrate college
readiness in reading will not be permitted enrollment in any other
collegiate course (outside the subjects of science, mathematics and
English). Concurrent students are prohibited from enrolling in any
form of developmental education, including any configuration in which
developmental education is embedded within a credit-bearing course.
A concurrent student will be eligible to enroll based on the criteria
detailed in the chart below.

Costs

High school seniors are eligible for a waiver of tuition for up to 18 credit
hours during their senior year (beginning with the summer prior to their
senior year). High school juniors are eligible for a waiver of tuition for up to
9 credit hours during their junior year (beginning with the summer prior to
their junior year). All students are responsible for the cost of books. To
determine the current cost for tuition, use our web site www.usao.edu,
click on Future Students, then Cost of Attendance. The balance of the costs
are due on the first day of the trimester. Payment plans are available
from the University of Science and Arts Business Office.

Workload

A high school student admitted under the provision set forth below may enroll in
a combined number of high school and college courses per semester not to
exceed a full-time college workload of 19 semester-credit-hours. A student may
enroll in a maximum of nine semester-credit-hours during a summer session
or term at the University of Science and Arts without the necessity of being
concurrently enrolled in high school classes during the summer term. For
purposes of calculating workload, one-half high school unit shall be equivalent to
three semester-credit hours of college work. Non-academic high school units are
excluded from the workload calculation.

Application and Enrollment

Students must complete the online Admission Application and submit official
High school transcripts, official ACT/SAT scores and High School Concurrent
Enrollment Verification Form through the admissions portal. Once the student is
admitted, they will be contacted for enrollment.
